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Print Motivation  
Print motivation means that a child is 
interested in books and enjoys interacting 
with them. To help your child develop print 
motivation make sure that you make reading 
a positive experience. Sometimes your child 
may not want to read. Don’t force them 
when they don’t want to! The more that 
your child finds reading enjoyable, the more 
they will want to read.
